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In 2006-2007 513 research degrees were awarded.
The Examinations Group
reviews all Examiners’ reports on individual students;

reviews any issues of policy raised by Examiners (the report form provides
a separate section for these issues);

monitors, annually, the pass, referral and failure rates for all research
degrees and reports to the Graduate Board,;

Reviews the supervisory teams for all students who are referred or failed
and initiates an investigation if a discernable pattern arises.
